D DISCOVER JESUS IN THE SCRIPTURES

“they received the word with all eagerness, examining the Scriptures daily to
see if these things were so.”

e REFRESH. Take some time to recap what you remember about the
sermon. Consider rereading the main scripture as well. Then, as you
feel led, share with the group what God has revealed to you.

e What did you discover about...

o Who Godis? o What He’s done?
o Who you are? o What you’re called to?

e Additional reading: Ephesians 2:8-10 When we look at this scripture,
we often focus on the “saved by grace through faith” part, which, to
be fair, is central to our salvation, but we often put the period on and
leave it at that. How does the gospel grow bigger in verse 10? How
do you see last week’s lesson of IDENTITY-AUTHORITY-PRIVILEGE
coming into play here? Does this encourage you? Scare you?

e REPENT. We are a constant work in progress and God is a good Dad
who brings about opportunity for instruction and correction. Where
do you need to repent because of...

o Ignorance? o Unbelief? o Rebellion?

e BELIEF. Our actions flow from what we believe about God and
ourselves. What do you need to believe moving forward?

NURTURE THE TRUTHS OF THE GOSPEL IN OUR HEARTS
“the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospel”

Take time to ask the Spirit to speak, waiting for Him to answer two
specific questions:
e What do you want me to do? (what does it look like to obey?)
e Who do you want me to tell? (sharing what God is doing can have a
powerful effect on others!)
